Good News On Building Renovations! 

Based on a recommendation from the 

Construction Committee, the Council has 

unanimously approved accepting a bid from 

Peters Construction in the amount of 

$1,903,439 for the renovation of Bethel Hall, 

the expansion and renovation of the kitchen, 

and the addition of a new storage area next to 

Bethel Hall. Costs beyond construction such 

as the new Bethel Hall kitchen, kitchen 

equipment, fixtures, furniture, design fees, 

testing, asbestos abatement, etc. are 

estimated to be within the total project cost of 

$2,700,000. Work will begin next week with a 

project completion in October.  We invite 

everyone to continue to pray for the safety of 

all who are working on this project.
